 For the participants coming to Delhi: 
All of you are requested to assemble in the lounge of the International Guest House, Delhi 
University  North  Campus  (Note  that  there  are  two  Guest  Houses  in  Delhi  University: 
University Guest House and International Guest House). 

Delhi  University  is  at  distance  of  about  25km from Indira  Gandhi  International  
Airport and about 10km from New Delhi Railway Station.  For the participants arriving by  
train at New Delhi Railway Station, it is very convenient to take from there yellow line  
Metro bound to Jahangir Puri/Vishwavidyalaya. You have to get down at Viswavidyalalya  
Metro Station.  You should come out at the Cavalary Lane side and  proceed  towards  
International Guest House which is hardly a km from there. It is also possible to hire a  
cycle rickshaw from metro station to Guest House. Those coming from airport may either 
hire a cab to the North Campus, Delhi University or take the Metro to New Delhi Railway 
Station.  From  New  Delhi  Railway  Station  again  change  to  yellow  line  metro  and  
proceed as above.
       From the Vishwavidyalaya Metro Station, move away from road into the Cavalary Lane 
and proceed straight. At the T-junction, turn left. On your left will be some university flats. 
Move till you hit University Road  (or Vishwavidyalaya Marg) and again turn next. The first 
Gate  you  will  encounter   on  your  left  is  International  Guest  House.  In  case  you  are  
coming from Mall Road side, just enter the university road and move straight.  Just a few 
meters away on your right is the nternational Guest House.
       Lunch is arranged for all of you at the International Guest House at 12:30pm. The  
lounge of the International Guest is booked from 8.30am. Our voulunteers will be there to 
help  you.  The volvo bus  to  Sariska  shall  leave  the  Guest  House  at  about  2.00pm.  The 
journey will take about 5-6 hours depending upon the traffic on the way. There will be one 
stoppage on the way for evening tea.

 Visit to Tiger Reserve : 
A safari to Sariska Tiger Reserve will be arranged on December 7, 2011 at 7:00 am. Those 
interested should send the scanned copy of ID proof (Voter's ID card/Driving License/Pan 
card/Passport  for  Indian  participants  and  passport  for  foreign  participants  latest  by 
Thurssday, November 24.   This is required for booking the Safari  (It  has to be done in 
advance). You would be required to produce the same ID proof at the entry gate of Sariska 
Tiger Reserve. Hence you  are requested to carry the same ID proof  along when you come 
for the workshop. 

 Weather :
Sariska has pleasant weather in the month of December with temperature varying between 
(10-23) degree celsius. Days are in general warm and sunny while you would need light 
woolens in the evenings and mornings. 

 General Info: 
Sariska is basicallya forest area with some villages. There is nothing in an area of about 
20km radius around Sariska Palace. No shops are present around the hotel. The nearest city 
is Alwar which is about 35km away. Hence if you have any specific need like medicines or 
toiletries or anything else, kindly carry them along.

 Connectivity:
Mobile phone connectivity is there and in the hotel. And as mentioned earlier, the internet 
facility through wi-fi will be provided at the conference hall of Sariska Palace which would 
be available from 7.30 am in the morning till 11.00 pm in the night. You are required to 
carry your own laptops for the workshop.
