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	Short CV_RqXq0WC21embBMDl9DV7SA: Stephan Malbrunot-Ettenauer is a Visiting Scientist at CERN.  After work on gamma-ray spectroscopy and detector developments in Stockholm, Berkeley, Michigan State, and TRIUMF, he has performed precision studies with radionuclides in ion traps. By advancing related techniques, he also worked within a team at Harvard to establish stringent comparisons in properties of matter and anti-matter. Currently, he is the leader of MIRACLS, a novel ion-trap system for highly efficient laser spectroscopy of short-lived radionuclides.
Stephan received a M.Sc. degree in physics at the Vienna University of Technology, Austria, and a Ph.D. in physics at the University of British Columbia, Canada. 
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
