= Grid service monitoring with tokens at KIT

* The general-purpose MyToken service was presented as a convenient
auxiliary service for monitoring and other use cases

* KIT run a highly secure instance that can also be used by other sites

= Transition timeline from VOMS-Admin to |IAM

« Atimeline with with tentative milestones was presented after it had
been discussed between all stakeholders to come to a consensus

* |AM code, configuration and Service Level Agreement need to be
improved in the coming months

* New instances will be deployed on Kubernetes and are foreseen to
replace the instances on OpenShift eventually

* The new services will be subjected to stress tests
