Keynote Talk
“Selection of materials and processes for
vacuum, cryogenic and non-magnetic
applications in particle accelerators”

Stainless steels are the dominant materials for
accelerator construction. In this keynote talk,
their metallurgy is extensively treated. It will be
shown that a stainless steel does not only
consist of a chemical composition or a
designation, but is the result of a whole
metallurgy and metalworking process, in view of
obtaining adequate purity, weldability, inclusion
cleanliness and fineness of the microstructure.

In many cases these requirements are crucial to
guarantee the final properties and leak tightness
of the components. Innovative manufacturing
and non-destructive examination technologies
will also be covered.
