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This lecture will introduce a few computer algorithms developed in computer science using simplified versions
of physics phenomena as inspiration. The lecture will focus on the parallel between some physics concepts
and principles, and counterparts in computer algorithms. Examples of applications of such algorithms will
also be presented. The lecture aims to inspire physicists and computer scientist or practitioners to see physics
not only as a source of large amounts of data that drives computer algorithm development and applications,
but also as a potential source of new ideas for such algorithms.
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
