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Factores asociados a la violencia contra la mujer,
Centro Emergencia Mujer, Huaraz, 2016-2018

Resumen

Introduccién: La violencia contra la mujer se ha convertido durante los tltimos afios en un problema de salud
publica [1-3]. Objetivo: Determinar los factores asociados a la violencia contra la mujer en el Centro Emergen-
cia Mujer de Huaraz durante el periodo 2016-2018. Material y Métodos: Se realiz6 un estudio retrospectivo,
transversal y correlacional, en una muestra de 300 fichas de atencion. Se utilizé un formulario de recoleccion
de datos. La informacién se procesé mediante el programa SPSS V22.0, utilizindose la prueba Chi cuadrado.
Resultados: El 36.3% y 30.7% de mujeres fueron victimas de violencia psicolégica y fisica, respectivamente.
Los factores demograficos asociados fueron el grado de instruccion y el nimero de hijos vivos (p<0.05). De
los factores socio-econdémicos, solo estuvieron asociados la procedencia, ocupacién, ingreso econdémico y ac-
ceso a medios de comunicacion (p<0.05). Todos los factores familiares estuvieron asociados a los casos de
violencia contra la mujer, tales como el antecedente de padres separados, la violencia familiar en la nifiez y el
entorno de personas con quienes conviven las victimas (p<0.05). Los factores del agresor que estuvieron aso-
ciados fueron la dependencia econdémica, el consumo de drogas y/o bebidas alcoholicas y el comportamiento
machista (p<0.05). Conclusioén: Los factores asociados a la violencia contra la mujer en el Centro Emergencia
Mujer de Huaraz durante el periodo 2016-2018, son los factores demograficos, socio-econémicos, familiares y
del agresor.
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Abstract

Introduction: Violence against women has become a public health problem [1-3]. Objective: To determine the
factors associated with violence against women in the Woman Emergency Center of Huaraz during the period
2016-2018. Material and Methods: A retrospective, cross-sectional and correlational study was carried out on
a sample of 300 care records. A data collection form was used. The information was processed using the SPSS
V22.0 program and the Chi square test. Results: 36.3% and 30.7% of women were victims of psychological
and physical violence, respectively. The demographic factors associated were the degree of education and the
number of living children (p<0.05). Of the socio-economic factors, only origin, occupation, economic income
and access to the media were associated (p<0.05). All family factors were associated with cases of violence
against women, such as the history of separated parents, family violence in childhood and the environment
of people with whom the victims live (p<0.05). The aggressor factors that were associated were economic
dependence, drug and/or alcoholic beverages consumption, and macho behavior (p<0.05). Conclusion: The
factors associated with violence against women in the Woman Emergency Center of Huaraz during the period
2016-2018 are demographic, socioeconomic, family, and perpetrator factors.
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
